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Each person may express gratitude to the Spiritual Teacher by distributing at least 5, 11 or 21 books daily. This is a legacy. Pass the teaching of Sri Baba to each other.

Bhakti (devotion and reverence) can be only in relations with God. In all other cases and contexts it’s attachment. When similar attachment appears with respect to a true Teacher, then for the sake of devotion towards God, Divine spark (in a Teacher) it performs as a «seed» (i.e. it grows as a seed and gives fruit). Attachment, i.e. a lasting and strong bond of the soul with something or somebody, without which eventually, it becomes  impossible to live and exist, a certain kind of involvement and draw into something, liking for and  disposition towards something or somebody. Generally, of course every person possesses such attachment to the mundane; however, when this attachment is formed towards a Saint Teacher (Guru) or the Lord (God), then it is called «Bhakti» (devotion and reverence).

Attachment to the mundane existence is a certain result generated by our senses of perception. When our eyes see something or somebody to the liking, they generate a desire to see this object over and over, again and again. If performance of our senses of perception helps to form an attachment towards God or towards a Saint Teacher, then as has been mentioned above, this is «Bhakti». As devotion (bhakti) originates from the heart, and not from the senses of perception, then it (devotion – bhakti) is also rooted in the spiritual faith, reverence and love. When internally we perceive a deficit and lack of something, and at the same time our heat opens and lingers not towards something or somebody external, but instead yearns to communicate with a certain Saint Person, then at this very moment we become ready to perform a devoted service to this saint person. This moment occurs, when we hand ourselves to and sacrifice ourselves (to the mercy of this saint person), because without this self-sacrificingness and self-dedication to a Saint Person there can be no «Bhakti».

We are forced to devote to somebody or something when we are tired of the mundane existence and receive no satisfaction from it. This is not bhakti! Bhakti is the result and retribution for the good actions in the past lives. Such forced measures or weaknesses come to us as “flows in the sea”, and if we recognize the danger of such “flow” and take firm obligations to save ourselves from it and not to think of the material comforts, which in fact we should do in such situation, then at the first stage of salvation it is possible to find a true Teacher (Guru). A True Teacher cannot be gained by some effort and desire to possess him, but undoubtedly is acquired in the situation of certain dissatisfaction in life and anxiety about this fact. The first attempt to put an end to this dissatisfaction and anxiety is revealed in the search for a true Teacher. Tulsidas in his poem «Ram charit manas» makes a certain hint for those, who died for this world: «Amiy, mooriyam chooran chaaru. Samay sakal bhav-rujparivaaru.» - «If time comes to search for the sense of living, then immediately you gain patronage and protection of a teacher». It is the idea to get protection (partonage) of a teacher is the very first renunciation of the worldly objects and manifestation of the yearning for the unearthly, which eventually grows into «Bhakti» - this is a true human happiness. Here it is important to explain that by means of service for the benefit of the poor, or due to the vow to perform pilgrimage, etc. – we accumulate our virtues, but not «Bhakti». A virtuous intention is one thing, but devotion to God or Teacher (i.e. «Bhakti») is a completely different thing. Virtues (good deeds) can be earned or accumulated, by means of money or something else, by gaining some favorable opportunity or chance, or, for example, through medical treatment, however, all of these things do not contain «Bhakti», at it is impossible the other way. «Bhakti» is obtained by mercy of God, and the first condition on the road to bhakti is meeting a True Teacher (Guru).

Good deeds condition favorable incarnation; they can be also useful in any process of the material world. Compensation can be even granted in our current incarnation. However, «Bhakti» is in no way related to our good deeds. Merit for the good deeds is revealed in the pleasure from something limited by time («lucky streak»). That is why virtue cannot be disinterested, i.e. «not compensated» in the form of reaping the fruit of own good labor, even if you had no desire to collect merit (i.e. you have performed virtuous deeds disinterestedly) then you will still to receive and live through everything that has fell to your lot, for everything committed earlier. After you have «tasted» all of the fruit of your deeds, you will appear in the original conditions, which is in fact a cycle of reincarnation or a turnover of birth and death. «Bhakti» is a completely the opposite thing to all of this «turnover», it came come forward and put an end to our continuous reincarnation. Then through the mercy revealed by our True Teacher (Guru), we will merge with God.

What is achieved through efforts and attempts, per se is not «Bhakti». «Bhakti» is achieved in the mercy of God and is impossible without the assistance of a True Teacher (Guru). Gid gives us such life, which we have earned in our past incarnations, - «Jo jas karahi, so tas phal bhoga» («We reap as we have sown»), however when we find a True Teacher (Guru), God cancels the « notes » of past incarnations and writes them off to the responsibility of our Guru.

Virtues are gained by forcing oneself. Virtue exalts our «Self» (ego). The poor and those who suffer experience their suffering as a result for the evil deeds they committed in their past lives. They have received such «suffering» from God and they should be given the opportunity to live through this experience, and this «punishment» cannot be changed into something light and joyful. Do not prevent God from fulfilling what has been destined to them. Of course if a poor person or someone who suffers asks for your help, then you should provide assistance which you can afford, considering that this unfortunate person eventually has to reach out his hand while not directly in front of God, but to that Divine spark (Divine nature), which is contained inside of your soul. That is why, having internally understood that there is a favorable opportunity for God's mercy to be revealed to this unfortunate person, you should help him as much as you can, and you should consider that in front of you is not so much a living being, as a soul striving for self-actualization. You should address this soul and ask the soul to pronounce the following (having shown own example of how to do this): «Jay Shri Ram» («Glory to you, Shri Ram!»). You should also advise this soul to chant the names of God: - «Ram - Ram….». The moment you do this, you become a true Teacher for this soul, which is seeking self-actualization, and your deed will be a true charity and gift for it. These are the words of the Teacher, Shri Devraha Baba: «…Thing living soul has initially forgotten of its true nature. Turning it to God is a spiritual gift and charity with regards to it. And this gift is the greatest of all. This is the greatest Benefit and support for it». Enduring a God-given «punishment», this soul will turn to God, and thus will gain its true happiness and well-being, while you will not interfere with the acts and dispensation of God. You should act primarily on the premise of this.

When directly or indirectly we face a question whether to help somebody out of trouble or whether to help somebody in a difficult moment of life, all of this undoubtedly has its recompense. There is a certain action, which we have committed, as there’s a need to act. That is why it turns out that if there is an action, it cannot remain « without payment» (without recompense)? We have earned all of our troubles in life, problems and inconveniences during our past incarnations, and we have to go through all of this in our present life.

This is obviously emphasized by God in «Bhagavad-Gita»: 

«Aneka janma sansiddhastato yati param gatim» (Sanskrit)

«He, who has reached perfection after many incarnations, will also reach the Supreme Target (God)» («Bhagavad-Gita» 6/ 45)

That is why our sufferings, problems, and inconveniences in a certain way can be reduced (facilitated) by making divine service, charity and pilgrimage, or also due to the so-called favorable arrangement of planets, however, they will not end by merely completing of the above-mentioned activities. A True Teacher (Guru) is able to put an end to all of our sufferings and problems. God takes pity on and forgives all to those souls, which have been sheltered in the mercy of Guru, and for which he (Guru) solicits God. For this reason, the True Teacher (Guru) is considered to stand higher than God. If you found a True Teacher, then finding God is herein naturally implied. First of all, there is a True Teacher, and secondly, there is God. If «on this (our) bank» (i.e. in our present earthly life) there is a True Teacher, then «on the other bank» (i.e. everything which is beyond the earthly life) there is God. How can we cross the river and reach «the other bank, which is unattainable for us yet», without reaching «the bank we dwell near»? Therefore, if life contains an urge towards a safe shelter, a pursuit which springs from and grows in the words and teaching of the Saint People, then this yearning will first lead to getting a true Teacher and then to finding God. 

«Guru Govind dou khade, kake laagu pay, Balihaari ta Guru ki, jin Govind diyo batay» 

If you find a Teacher, honor him, as you should honor a Teacher, learn from him, receive knowledge about living in this world and leaving this world, grow wise and learned bhakta (devoted followers of the Teacher), as people of wisdom are particularly dear to God. To cry or merely to chant «Guru - Guru» while you are near a Teacher is in fact an insult to the rank and title of a Teacher. You can cry and chant in front of God. That is why we should heartily accept the words and instructions of a True Teacher, and implement them (words and instructions) in our lives, we should become such as our Teacher wants us to be, and only this would be a true respect and honor to the Teacher per se. Hence, it is necessary to remember the words uttered by the Teacher further for such mercy. Remembering the Teacher’s words (i.e. living in accordance to the Teacher’s instructions), is per se reverence to everything, which has been given to us by the Teacher.

With a kind wish to you to experience such reverence!

«Shri Hari sharanam» («Protection and patronage of Lord  Shri Hari» with you)

I present you the second part of the book «Divine Dictums» and infinitely express my reverence, respect, faith and devotion to His Lordship, Saint Teacher, and herewith pass to your judgment a small part of that wisdom, (which is contained in this book) and grace, which are characteristic of the Saint Teacher. Generally, the first part of the book discuses 292 topics, which are organized into 351 paragraphs. In this part of the book, I intentionally do not present the number of topics, taking into account that the mentioned topics have been completed and organized in a different way.

Humbly ask you, to let this work reach your heart! As God dwells in your heart. As it (this work) is dedicated to God, think of and perceive these dictums as «Divine dictums», which, in fact, is truth. 

A wonderful temple of the St. Teacher, Devraha Baba, is located close to the bus station «Dhurva» in Vrindavan. However, it is interesting and attractive not only because it is located in the saint place of Vrindavan, but also because it is the temple of Lord Vishnu. While visiting this temple you will undoubtedly become a follower of Baba ji (St. Teacher), an he, (Baba ji) will accept you as a student. Also by putting your head onto the altar-throne with the statue of the St. Teacher in this temple you will be able to experience the state of Samadhi (Samadhi is the highest stage in yoga, Enlightenment). 

Near the temple of Baba ji, there is a temple of Sri Shankar, and close to it a temple of Hanuman. A temple of Sri Kali and a temple of Vaishnavi Devi are also there. Along with visiting all of these temples you should visit the following temples: Sri Gayatri, Sri Chitragupta, Sri Surya, and of course the temple of Sita-Rama. The temple of Teacher, Sri Baba Ji, is located amidst the above-mentioned temples. 

Expressing for all of you the infinite love and mercy of God.

1. You should read the 12-syllable mantra regularly and to the maximum, with faith and internal respect towards this process. As long as you read this mantra, as deep you will merge into meditation of God, and feel its Supreme Bliss. Thus, gradually, step by step, your consciousness concentrates in the direction of God, and you gain power and control over your feelings and emotions.

2. Look, my child! As one pauper continuously and regularly gathers and saves up each penny, in a time becomes a rich man, so in grace of a Saint Teacher and in regular hourly spiritual practice within a certain time the practicing gains power over own emotions and feelings and thus reaches Samadhi (Samadhi is the highest stage in yoga, similar as «Enlightenment or Nirvana» in Buddhism). When one gains shelter at the Teacher’s feet one can purify and perfect his soul. When the feeling soul is put under our control, then we gain control of our senses of perception per se.

3. Serve God as a devoted slave. Believe and rely upon God, as you rely upon a close and devoted friend. Love God as the gopis loved Krishna. (The gopis are shepherdess from Bradja, who were madly in love with Krishna).

4. Wisdom grows from Bhakti (devotion to God or Teacher). Wisdom is the result of Bhakti.

5. The essence of Sri Baba’s (Saint Teacher) philosophy is the philosophy of a «Universal soul», i.e. the Soul, which is inside me, dwells in all other living beings.

6. The Bhakta (devoted to God or Teacher) lives similarly as all other living beings, creates and consumes, and still experiences Supreme Bliss.

7. A man, who seeks application of knowledge in his life (scientist), has to do and achieve everything through practice, activity and deeds, and thus performs only as a witness to what occurs. Such state of affairs is quite complicated, because a person like this has to rely upon own efforts (powers) in order to overcome and cross the «Ocean of the Universe». While the Bhakta crosses this «Ocean» as if he were «as safe as in God’s pocket».

8. My child! Brahma, Paramatma, Bhagavan – all of these three are in the essence one, however, they are triple in the process of learning. Brahma is realized in a pure and chaste heart of a certain invisible aspect of God in the moment when Divine Wisdom is born. When an inexpressible Divine Shining and Light is revealed in the Universal Heart of God, then it is called Paramatma (the Supreme Soul). When Brahms is revealed in His infinite and boundless dwelling place (in the infiniteness or boundlessness of the Universe), then it is called Bhagavan.

9. Pain and suffering of bhakti are pain and suffering of God. That is why Bhagavan (God) upon request of His devoted servants (the Bhakti) leaves His Divine Abode and condescends to incarnate on our sinful Earth, as Avatar.

10. In Vrindavan (saint place for the Hindu) the tradition of «Bhakti» (devotion to God and Teacher) has already been reestablished. See what happens for the rest of us.

11. Similarly as everyone, an evil man and a noble man, a sinner and a Saint, are washed in the Ganges waters, same the grace of a Saint person covers all. Everything depends upon reverence, faith and results of our deeds.

12. The divine cow stands above kirtana (devotional praise of God), shravan (tradition of listening, i.e. a verbal transition of the spiritual knowledge), charity, philosophy, etc.

13. Even Mahatmas (the Great Souls – Saint Persons) live and experience the destined (contained in karma) results and fruits of the past lives. Moreover, conditioned by the fact that they are free from the chains of karma in the present time, they do not create consequences, as results of currently committed actions, with regards to their future. They are merely experiencing and partaking (sharing) of that good and bad they inherited from the good and non virtuous actions of their «mature» karma from the past lives. Thus as they live through their «mature» karma of the past incarnations, their karma (fate, lot, destiny) completely seizes its existence.

14. It’s as if there are two souls. One, which is inside of the body, lingers to God or to the spiritual, while the other yearns for the mundane and receives delight and sensational pleasure through senses of perception. The first soul (pure soul), which is lit by the Light of Reason, is also called Conscience, while the other one (inferior soul) is called a passionate soul. Our favorable or unfavorable karma (lot, destiny) comprise in accordance with our selective reliance upon one of these souls while we commit our actions in the present. In this choice and preference we have been given a complete freedom.

15. Taking into account that you do not have fear or doubt with regards to the cook, who prepares food for you, the doctor, who treats you, the barber, who cuts your hair, then why would you express skepticism (certain fears and doubts) with regards to the teachings, which have been presented to us, which are contained both in «Bhagavad-Gita», in «Rancharitmanas», in «Veda», in «Puranas», and also in the «Upanishads», etc.? Accepting the Truth is what we call Faith.

16. When you follow a spiritual way there is a need to accumulate Faith. As it is fair to say that in order to buy clothes you need money, similarly it is fair to say that the search for wisdom and knowledge requires Faith.

17. Joy or sorrow are contained not in the object but in the point of view with regards to it.

18. When I gain wisdom and knowledge, I am filled with bhakt (devoted follower of God or a Teacher).

19. Ablution (purification) of the soul happens only when we remember God.

20. A family man can reach fulfillment of his desires (his goal) only with the help of japa (i.e.  by reading prayers and mantra with mala).

21. What is God? – He is beyond the grasp of the mind and imperceptible (invisible), and also He is the Cause of all and everything.

22. Gradually, step by step concentrating upon the eternal; concentrating upon the supreme, you will find God.

23. A Spiritual Road, on which the traveler concentrates upon the Absolute in his heart, and praises the names of god in his mouth, is an Eternal and Immortal Road.

24. As long as life burns in your body try to consider the following thought: «I have no need for such existence as this, and I live with the only aim, which is to eventually appear at the feet of God (reach God)». Through such contemplation all of (your) life is given to the service and worship of God.

25. A Teacher for his student is more than God. This is the essence and meaning of a Teacher (Guru).

26. What we seek in yoga, i.e. wisdom and knowledge (in «Gyana – yoga»), is finding and understanding the sense of living, and not gaining some ordinary knowledge of substantial and material world.

27. My child! It is necessary to respect and honor all Saint People, similarly as you respect and honor your Teacher.

28. Logic is a limited system. Mind prevents a man from reaching God with the help of a system of logical thinking. It is so because God is beyond the boundaries of reasoning and logical conclusions.

29. When God has pity for a living soul, He sends it to the Saint (Devotee).

30. Meetings and communication with the Saint People and Devotees is are manifestations of your good karma, and the other way around, if you meet evil and bad people it is the result of your sins in the past.

31. Before you get close to the Saint People, you should first purify your soul from the dirt of vice and sin, and then approach. You should never approach the Saint People and the Devotees carrying the dirt of vices and sins inside your heart.

32. For «Bhakti» (devotion to God and Teacher) two types of yoga are necessary and desired «Gyana – yoga» (Yoga of wisdom and knowledge) and «Karma - yoga» (Yoga of duty, - actions and deeds). Through «Karma - yoga» comes awareness of own spiritual nature, and through «Gyana – yoga» the living soul understands that it is independent from its material character or nature.

33. «Gyana – yoga» is the reason, which urges us to follow the road of «Bhakti» (devotion to God and Teacher).

34. the best and highest component of «Bhakti» (devotion to God and Teacher) is a complete devotion and sacrifice of oneself to God or Teacher, or what is also called «Prapatti», «Complete and inseparable Bhakti», i.e. completely merging and dissolving in God or Teacher.

35. Relying upon the authority of a Teacher, a student handles over to him everything including himself.

36. Through constant praising of God and remembering Him, divine qualities of God in His grace fill the living soul that performs those praises and memorable.

37. When a living soul seeks God, then all of the bad and evil qualities abandon this soul, while all kinds of virtues seek shelter in the heart of this soul.

38. My child! Karma (our duty) is God Himself. Whatever betides, a man should not refrain from fulfilling his karma (his duty).

39. Whatever duty (karma) you have, you should complete your tasks, accepting it as your sacred duty and obligation to God. And when you have the opportunity to take a rest from fulfilling your karma, you should devote this time to God by remembering Him in your soul and your prayers.

40.My child! A man, who constantly remembers and praises God, receives awareness of what is ethical and what is unethical, what should be done and what should not be done, what is sin and what is virtue, and also what consequences arise from committing certain actions. And such a man would not step onto the road of sin and vise with the ease so characteristic of everybody else.
41. So praise God and remember Him in your prayers as nobody has ever done, And your mouth praise all your love of Him.

42. Child! I am constantly with my Bhakt.
43. «My child! A soul is purified in communication with the Virtuous and Persons, speech is purified in prayer and praise to God, while the land is purified by a temple, which is built on it.

44. Child! The special place that God chooses for His incarnation and life on the Earth, each atom of the chosen land (place) is forever filled with (God’s) emanations and energy. Exactly for this reason in the temples of Krishna and Radha in Mathur and Vrindavan, and also in the temple of Rama in Ayodha, up till now lives that powerful traditional Faith in their Saviors.

45. Bhakt addresses his teacher: - «Oh, My Teacher! My family is suffering from the multitude of problems and difficulties of all kinds. Please, give me your blessing, so that I could get piece and quiet from this nightmare». The Teacher answers: - «My child! But you consume all kinds of obscene food (meat, alcohol, etc.). Reject all of this and piece will return to your home and you will be able to live your life happily».

46. There are certain stages on the Road of spiritual practice and individual spiritual realization for those who practice following this Road:

1. In order to follow a spiritual road Faith and Worship are imperative (of Teacher and God),

2. A Teacher (Guru) is also an integral part of this Road,
3. In the first stage of this Road along with reading mantra provided by a Teacher, it is also important to abide in the thought that the Teacher is present everywhere. In order to perceive this it is preferably to develop own delicate (spiritual) sight and senses,

4. Endurance and firmness of concentration-meditation proves that contemplation over miraculous revelations of the Teacher (Guru-lila) becomes everything (or super-vital) for the practicing at the moment when he thinks about it,

5. In the second stage of this Road human mood and humor start to melt and soften, there grows attachment to the miraculous revelations of the Teacher (Guru - lila), and the world of idle fancies starts to fade away completely, 

6. In the third stage of this Road a person starts to experience the feeling of Supreme-Bliss,

7. In the fourth stage of this Road a person achieves full dissolving and commitment of oneself to God, and also reaches the ideal state of mind.

47. Child! Undoubtedly, philosophy of Yoga is a practical and efficient variant of Sankhya philosophy. Sankhya philosophy contains theoretical research, however, in Yoga philosophy the practical component of these two schools is presented more clearly. Yoga also gives better coverage of the issues of God’s existence. Of course, quite the other issue is that in Yoga the image of God is not compared to the image, which, let’s say, is given in such philosophic schools as «Nyaya-Vaisheshika», the image that incorporates certain qualities, or like in «Vedanta» philosophy, where God is considered to be the Omnipresent Brahman (Creator).

48. In the opinion of a great sage Patanjali: God is Purush, a certain Special Personality that exists outside all suffering, actions (karma) and their consequences, and also does not feel any desires. And this personality is in no way connected to this world.

49. It is important to understand that Yoga philosophy expresses such point of view towards our universe, in which it is recommended to perform cognition of existence through own feelings and senses. Thereby, arguments and discussions in this teaching do not have such a great importance.

50. In Yoga teaching a living being, let’s call him an «observer», even if his nature is pure and perfect, sees the visible world and studies it with the help of his own mind. Pattern of thought and state of mind can change every moment. According to Yoga philosophy, mind is covered with a certain mantle (veil that prevents from understanding everything in the true colors). And when this mantle (veil) falls off the mind, then the living being (observer) receives «enlightenment» (understanding of the sense of our existence). Such state is also called «Kaivalya» (epithet of Nirvana). In order to reach the state of «Kaivalya» it is necessary to get rid of the habitual state of mind and mentality, which nature is unstable and weak.

51. «Acquiring wisdom», «Fulfillment of duty (karma)», and also «Reverence, Worship» – all of these three roads are formed and supported by Yoga. If you look at them more thoroughly, then you will see that all of these roads are interdependent, and they differ only in the prevalence or lack of a certain quality, and namely such qualities as: «Satva» (purity, truth, quality of virtue), «Rajas» (vitality, quality of activity and performance) and «Tamas» (darkness, quality of inertness and passivity). On the road of «Acquiring wisdom» quality of «Satva» prevails. On the road of «Fulfillment of duty (karma) » quality of «Rajas» prevails. And on the road of «Reverence, Worship» quality of «Tamas» prevails. My child! The mystery that conceals from us the essence of these three qualities «Satva» - «Rajas» - «Tamas» is  extremely wonderful and unusual, as well as the essence of the three abovementioned roads: «Acquiring wisdom» - «Fulfillment of duty (karma)» - «Reverence, Worship». This mystery is theoretically explained in «Bhagavad-Gita». And with regards to this, the 11 chapter (part) of «Shrimat Bhagavatam» is extremely important. Scientists gave different names to this part. But truth is that this 11 chapter (part) presents the essence and core meaning of such notions as Wisdom (Gyana), Duty (Karma), Reverence-Worship (Upasna).
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
